ARCHAEOLOGICAL NEWS FROM EUBOEA,

Archaeological research along with the
improvement and reorganisation of the
Museums and Collections of the island,
were the two goals the Ephoreia of
Antiquities aimed towards last year. See
plan 1,

The archaeological Museum of Chal-
kis required immediate attention espe-
cially after the earthquakes of 1981, as
did the Museum of Eretria. The small
Collections in Oreoi, Karystos and Ky-
me (Ano Potamia) were reorganised
and enriched.

Excavations in Chalkis tended to con-
centrate on the topographical problems
of the ancient city. Interesting were the
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E1K. 4. AgUKaVTi, TPWTOYEWHUETPIKO ayyeio.

late Hellenistic / Roman cemeteries ex-
cavated both north of the modern town
and on the south promontory of Ba-
tarias. The finds included pottery (fig.
1), terracottas and some metal objects.
The Ephoreia, the Swiss Archaeological
School and the Ephor Mr. P. Themelis
excavated a number of sites in Eretria,
inside the ancient walled city. A double
hoard af euboean silver drachmas of the
late fourth and early third cent. B.C.
(fig. 2) was found inside a Helleni-
stic house the Ephoreia excavated near
the West Wall. Part of a small but im-
portant cemetery of the years following
the destruction of the city by the Persians
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in 490 B.C., near the temple of Apollo
Daphnephoros, was also uncovered by
the Ephoreia. A fine collection of vases
(fig. 3), terracottas and some gold
ornaments were recovered from the
eight excavated tombs.

At Lefkandi, on the low hill of Toumba,
the Ephoreia excavated several tombs
-of the Protogeometric period (fig.
A). The excavation of the important
protogeometric building found on the
top of the hill and destroyed partially
by the owner of the land in 1980, was
undertaken in collaboration with the
British School at Athens. The large
building (50 m. long and 10 m. wide

approx. ) seems to have been a heréon,
as it was covered by a tumulus and two
compartments were found deep inside
the centre, the one containing the relics
of 3 - 4 horses, the other a double tomb :
a rich woman’s burial and a bronze
crater containing the ashes of a man.
Also inside the crater were iron weapons
and parts of a very important long,
linen garment.

It is hoped that the reorganisation of
the Museums and Collections of the
island as well as archaeological research
will continue in 1982, in an effort to
preserve and exhibit the very important
antiquities of Euboea.

EGLISE DOUBLE A VOUTE TRANSVERSALE DE LA PERIODE BYZANTINE

Prés de village Stavropighi en Messé-
nie se trouve I’église double a vodte
transversale consacrée aux Saints Jean
Prodrome et Nicolas (fig. 1). Socratés
Koughéas, qui I’avait mentionnée, croyait
que I'une nef de cette église avait été
batie a la fin du 16éme ou au début du
17éme siécle et l'autre plus tard. Ce
monument posséde plusieurs couches de
peintures, dont la derniére date de 1772.
Le badigeon récent a partiellement dis-
paru sur le paroi sud des deux vodtes en
berceau du sanctuaire, laissant paraitre
la téte d’un Saint (fig. en couleurl) et
quelques fragments de I’Ascension ( fig.

en couleur Il1') qui appartiennent a
la premiére couche de fresques. La qua-
lité artistique de ces peintures, qui sont
de la méme période et du méme peintre,
est excellente. Le style, ainsi entrevu, et
quelques comparaisons avec des oeuvres
du 13éme siécle conduisent a la con-
clusion que les peintures de cette église
peuvent probablement étre datées du
deuxiéme tiers du 13eme siécle. Ainsi
on en conclura que ce type architectural
d’église double a volte transversale ap-
parait bien des le XIlle siécle et peut-
étre donc considéré comme byzantin.

TWO NEW GRAVE STELAE OF LARISA MUSEUM

Two new grave stelae came to light in
the neighbourhood of Larisa in 1978.
The first one, shown in figs. 1-2,
found at Rhodia, presumed site of the
ancient city Kondaea, has a rare and
tender representation ; a mother gi-
ving suckle to her baby. As far as | know,

there is one example of suckling in
sculpture, in the Syracusae Museum,
where a mother is giving suckle to her
twin babies. Suckling representations
exist also in two South Italian vases and
three mirrors, illustrating the myth of
Hera and Hercules. The stele conserves
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a small part of the epigram and is dated
in the fourth quarter of the 5th century
B.C.

The second stele, figs. 3-4, was
found at magoula Kastri, near Tyrna-
vos, where probably is situated the an-
cient city Phalanna. It is related with

the Thessalian stele of Polyxena ( Nat.
Mus. 733 ) and has many constructive
similarities with the stele from Rhodia,
so that one can suppose the same work-
shop for both of them. This stele from
Kastri is dated in the third quarter of
the 5th century B. C.

AN UNPUBLISHED KEFTIU CUP FROM PYLOS

The interest of the wvase published
herellies in the fact that it is the largest
extant Keftiu cup from the palatial hill
of Englianos ( Mycenaean Pylos) in

Messenia2 Moreover, the cup is not
mentioned or illustrated in the third
volume of the final publication of the
site in which the pottery recovered from
the numerous trenches dug on the En-
glianos hill and in the lower town was
published. It is now deposited in the
storeroom of the Museum at Chora in
Triphylia where all the potsherds from
the excavations at Englianos have been
carefully stored in labelled containers
by the University of Cincinnati Expedi-
tion. It was found in fragmentary con-
dition in 1963 in a trench Northwest of
the Palace3

the Englianos hill is illustrated in PN III, Fig.
149, Group V (center) : middle. Its main
decoration consists of spirals linked by dot -
flanked tangents.

A large unpublished Keftiu cup frag-
ment apparently recovered from the sa-
me trench and now deposited in the
same container as the above described
cup is of closely similar style (fig. 4).
It is of buff fabric and is decorated with

a foliate band in brown - black paint.
The plastic rib, unlike that of the pre-
vious cup, is completely covered with
a very thick band of paint. The sherd
also preserves traces of subsidiary deco-
ration in added white paint'in the form
of thin stripes applied over bands of
paint. This fragment does not join to
the previous cup. After a close exami-
nation of this sherd, | am convinced
that it could not have originally belong-
ed to the Keftiu cup previously describ-
ed. Evidently, it comes from a Keftiu
cup almost identical to the previous
one in shape and style.

Discussion. The cup can be safely
dated to the LH | period4 on grounds
of shape and style. It belongs to Dr.
Dickinson’s “ broad and squat” type
of LH | Keftiu cups6. With regard to

the sequence of LM 1A Keftiu cups in
Kythera, its shape is closely paralleled
by cups of Prof. Coldstream’s Type |16
Keftiu cups of this type have a wide
distribution in LM IA /LH 1 : they
occur in quantity not only in Crete,
Kythera and other Aegean islands like
Thera and Kea, but also at most LH |
sites of the Peloponnese. As regards Mes-
senia, this variety is known from almost
every major site occupied in LH I. At
Englianos, in particular, this class is
best represented by the example pub-
lished here and also by another Keftiu
cup fragment found in the same area
which shows a complete profile7.

The foliate band motif usually consist-
ing of one or two central lines and two
rows of realistic leaves is very common
in Cretan LM 1A8 It is also well attest-
ed in the contemporary pottery of Me-
los, Kea, Thera and Kythera9 On the

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In view of the discovery of a large
quantity of Keftiu cup sherds assignable
to LH I or LH Il in the pre - palatial
layers at Englianos1s it would not be
rash to suppose that cups of this shape
were produced locally during the Early
Mycenaean period. Their manufacture
might perhaps be related to a potter’s
kiln of Early Mycenaean date uncover-
ed on the Englianos hill ( Belvedere
Area, W 38 )16 This possibility is streng-
thened by the fact that the site had emer-
ged as a center of considerable importan-
ce already from the beginning of the
Mycenaean period. The importance and
prosperity of Pylos in Early Mycenaean
times is clearly illustrated not only by
the architectural remains and associat-
ed finds from the acropolis itself, but
also by the rich contents of the early
tombs excavated in the vicinity of Eng-

MYCENAEAN CHAMBER TOMB AT CASTELLO ON COS

The construction of a country road on
the top of the hill Castello on Kos led
to the discovery of a rock - cut myce-
naean chamber tomb, which is the first
evidence of a, hitherto unknown, My-
cenaean settlement in the area.

In the interior of the well preserved
tomb the bones of the dead and the
grave offerings were brushed aside to the
SE corner of the chamber. No final burial
in situ was found. This particular prac-
tice has already been noticed in the
mycenaean cemeteries but is not yet
definetely explained. It has been re-

cently suggested that a second burial
custom has actually taken place but the
question still remains open. The finds
consist of (1) a kylix with a cuttle-
fish decoration, common at lalysos on
Rhodes and on Kos itself. (2) A deep
bowl of group A and (3) a base fragment
of a small globular stirrup jar. The kylix
gives further evidence to the close con-
tacts between Rhodes and Cos and to
the existence of a workshop in the Do-
decanese producing stemmed cups de-
corated with octopuses during the
LH I1IB period.

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A NEW SIANA CUP

The cup published here (figs. 1-5)
is an overlap Siana cup of unknown
provenance in the National Museum of
Athens, cat. no. 20349 ( height : 0,105 -
0,110 ; height without the partly restor-
ed foot : 0,085 ; diameter : 0,235 ; dia-
meter with handles : 0,315 m.). The
offset lip is not marked off very clearly
from the body — a rather unusual sha-
pe. The lower bowl is decorated with
rays and there is a reversed lotus-flower
under each handle. Inside, within a
border of tongues alternately black and
red, we see the graceful figure of a
running doe which is well adapted to
the circular tondo (fig. 1).

On the exterior both sides show a si-
milar scene (figs 2, 3) :a warrior,
holding a naked sword on one side of the
cup only, faces a woman who draws
aside her himation. Behind the woman
there is a second warrior, and these
three central figures are flanked by male
spectators, three on either side. Compa-
risons with other Attic black-figure va-
ses indicate that the scene should be
interpreted as the encounter of Menelaos
and Helen after the sack of Troy, a sto-
ry never depicted on a cup before. The
omission of Menelaos’ sword on the
second side might be a mistake. There

is good reason to believe, however, that
it was intentional, that is, that the artist
wanted to depict here a later moment
of the episode, Menelaos forgiving his
wife. First of all we have the gestures
of some of the spectators. On the first
side two men are pointing to something
(fi g. 4), and this is usually interpret-
ed as a gesture of admonition ; on the
contrary, the extended open hand of a
spectator on the other side (fig. 3)
is a gesture of agreement and satisfact-
ion. Even more helpful for the interpre-
tation of the scene is the way Helen is
rendered on the second side. Her peplos
reveals a great part of her chest (fig.
5), and this reminds us of the tradition
according to which Menelaos forgave
his wife when he saw her naked breast.
This detail about Helen’s nudity has
usually been regarded as a fifth-century
addition. If our interpretation, however,
is correct, the cup in the National Mu-
seum would show it to belong to the
initial epic version of the story.

The new Siana cup cannot be assign-
ed to particular painter but it has some
stylistic and decorative similarities with
Siana cups by Lydos or his circle. It
probably belongs to the decade 560 -
550 B.C. -

ARCHAEOMETRY A NEW EMERGED SCIENCE

(Application of Physical methods of dating to Hellenic Archaeological Finds).

This article gives a resumé of the
applied dating methods in archaeology
and describes them with regards to ma-
terials and time-scale of application.

The methods outlined are Dendro-
chronology or Tree-ring, radiocarbon
(G-14), K-Ar, Fission Track, Obsidian
hydration, Analysis of bones for Ura-
nium, Fluorite and Nitrogen, Amino-
acid dating, paleomagnetism and Ar-
chaeomagnetism, Electron Spin reso-
nance (ESR ), Thermoluminescence,
and Uranium disequilibrium Series.

Their contribution towards the chro-
nological deciphering of the past cultu-
res is emphasized. It is also given by the
author the first dating results on certain
Hellenic archaeological materials using
the methods of Thermoluminescence
and UZ¥ThZD

The materials of application were Mi-

noan Kilns from 2000 - 1000 yrs B.G.
with overall estimated errors of %3
to +5%.

Also, ceramics, well fired clays and
kiln materials from the Neolithic settle-
ments of Sesklo and Dimini ( Thessaly )
were dated with the aim to better de-
termine the timespan of the Neolithic
period in Greece and comparisons were
made with some G-14 dates.

Intercommunication between these
two Settlements was found to be highly
probable in the Middle to Late Neoli-
thic and this was further supported by
Neutron Activation and Thin Section
Analyses. The errors lied between 5
to +8%.

Finally the method of U2/ Th2D was
applied to stalagmites and travertines
from the Petralona cave ( Chalkidiki
Peninsula, North of Greece ).
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The aim was to investigate the con-
troversial age of an early hominid Skull
found there.

Because the exact position of this Skull
and its associated ( but unexisted ) ske-
leton is problematic, the dates were
given with caution.

However from the unearthed findings
this  *“ archanthropus petraloniensis”

could have been existing at least 270.000
yrs B.P. and human activities as well
as fauna remains were present at 300 -
350.000 yrs and at around 700.000 yrs
ago. From the data above the Skull is
suggested to belong to the transition of
the human species from Homo Erectus
to Homo Sapiens if not to an ancient
Homo sapiens.

NOTE SUR LA TROUVAILLE D’ELEUSIS, 1883

(IGGH 5)

Lors d’une séance de travail en février
1982 au Musée Numismatique, il a été
possible d’identifier dans la série des
monnaies archaiques de I’Attique tous
les exemplaires (sauf un hémi-obole )
d’une petite trouvaille ancienne faite
lors des fouilles d’Eleusis de 1883, diri-
gées par la Société Archéologique.

Le rapprochement de la bibliogra-

phie de cette trouvaille et des archives
du Musée Numismatique permet en
effet d’arriver & une certitude. U. Koeh-
ler écrivait en 18841, d’aprés les in-
formations a lui communiquées par le

fouilleur, Dr. Philios : “ In Eleusis wur-
den ostlich von dem Telesterion in den
untersten Schichten fast unmittelbar
auf dem Felsboden, in Folge der starken
Oxydirung in einem Klumpen verei-
nigt, die folgenden 7 Silbermiinzen ge-
funden : 1 Exemplar des seltenen ar-
chaischen Triobolons von Athen mit dem
Pallaskopf auf der Schau —und einem
weiblichen Kopfauf der Rickseitel; ein
Didrachmon und ein Triobolon von
Eretria mit dem sich kratzenden Stier
und dem Polypen, das erstere subaerat ;
ferner von Wappenmiinzen 3 Obolen
mit dem Rad, 1 Obolos mit dem Gor-
goneion, 1 Hemiobelion mit dem Stier-
kopf von vorn. Aus dem Fundort ist
zu schliessen, dass diese Minzen spé-
testens wéhrend des Baues des Koroi-
bos um die Mitte des funften Jahrhun-
derts verloren worden sind. In der Nahe
wurde auf dem Felsboden liegend ein
Exemplar des Tetradrachmons mit dem
Gorgoneion und dem Lowenkopf ge-
funden.”

Le tétradrachme athénien du Vie
siecle exposé au Musée Numismatique
(types : gorgoneion/téte de lionne, Svo-
ronos, Trésor, pl. 1, no 74) vient de
la collection de la Société Archéolo-
gique, réunie a celle du Musée en
1891 - 1892. Une ancienne . note ma-
nuscrite relative, & cette monnaie ex-
ceptionnelle (AE 704) indique qu’il
s’agit d’un dép6t par Philios, prove-
nant de la fouille d’Eleusis, avec une
date : 5 septembre 83. Les numéros
voisins dans le catalogue manuscrit des
monnaies de la Société Archéologique
(AE 701 & 703, AE 705) sont les
trois oboles a la roue et I’'obole au gor-
goneion mentionnées par Koehler. Pour
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AE 706, autre piece rare, un triobole
aux types ; Téte casquée d’Athéna/
téte juvénile a dr., le catalogue de la
Société précise encore : “ trouvé a Eleu-
sis”. Le seul didrachme d’Erétrie aux
types Vache/poulpe conservé par le Mu-
sée est une piece fourrée provenant éga-
lement de la collection de la Société
Archéologique (AE 639), et AE 640
est une division d’Erétrie en argent
(Vache/poulpe ) qui pése 1.32 gr.

On peut donc penser que toute la
trouvaille du Dr Philios au début de
septembre 1883 a été remise a la So-
ciété Archéologique, bien qu’elle ne soit
pas mentionnée dans le rapport rédigé
par Philios sur la fouille de 18832 L’inté-
rét des pieces n’apparut sans doute que
plus tard, lorsqu’elles eurent été net-
toyées et identifiées.

Ainsi la trouvaille d’Eleusis, mention-
née a plusieures reprises3 seulement
d’apres le témoignage de U. Koehler, a
retrouvé sa matérialité. Elle est conser-
vée au Musée Numismatique d’Athe-
nes ; on connait le lieu précis etjusqu’au
jour de sa découverte, nous en appré-
cierons d’autant mieux un des plus
indiscutablement authentiques tétra-
drachmes de I’Athénes archaique, ac-
compagné des pieces plus modestes en
circulation a la fin du Vie siécle avant
notre eére.

La stéle de Myrtia et de Kephisia
représente la defunte assise devant une
proche, sa fille, portant une plemochoé
ou un lecythe, qui peints a I’origine ont
été disparus.

D’apres les observations stylistiques
le relief garde plusieurs survivances ar-
chaiques malgré sa datation tardive,
vers 390. La forme de la stéle présente
la particularité dans la fagon avec la-
quelle a été réalisé le fronton, qui reste
un important élément iconographique
sans aucune fonction architecturale et

A SETTLEMENT OF THE «SESKLO» PERIOD AT XYNIAS OMBRIAKI

In 1973 two neolithic sites (O | and
O I1') were discovered near the village
of Ombriaki, on the banks of the lake
Xynias, which dried up some years ago
(fig. 1). In earlier times the whole
area was under water and the deposits
are very thin. The complete absence of
stone shows that the houses of the settle-
ment were not made of stone.

The pottery and other finds, cited be-
low, show that our settlement flourished
during the early phase of Middle Neo-

lithic and that from its beginning the
neolithic civilisation of Thessaly spread
out to Central Greece and to regions as
yet unknown.
Pottery
1 Coarse or semicoarse ware : The
sherds consist of grey biscuit (figs.
2-5, pis. 1-4). Sometimes are co-
vered by a very thin slip and they are
polished. They were found at the site O 1.
2. Black and red burnished (site
O 1-0 1) : These sherds belong to
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deep bowls which usually have a bright
glaze (figs. 6-8, pis. 5-11).

3. Incised ware : It has been found
in abundance at the site O il (figs.
11 -12). In this tehnique the vase is
divided in bands with dots between.
Sometimes we see painted and incised
decoration on the same vase.

4. Red on white painted pottery
(figs. 9,10, pls 12, 13) : Alotof
sherds belong to bowls or cups with thin
walls or to closed vases with vertical
handles. The surface has a white slip

and red patterns : triangles, parallel li-
nes, lozenges etc. (pl. 15). This kind
of decoration is derived from textiles
and embroidery.

5. Scraped ware (fig. 13).

Stone implements and miscellaneous
objects.

Both the sites are characterized by the
lack of obsidian, while flint is found in
abundance (fig. 16). There are also
stone axes (fig- 14), loom weights
(fig. 15, pl. 17) and many other
stone and clay implements.

ONCE AGAIN THE ROYAL TOMB AT VERGINA*

In a recent issue of AAA 13 ( 1980 ),
Manolis Andronikos has rejected my
suggestion that the Royal Tomb at
Vergina was that of Philip 111 Arrhi-
daios not of Philip 11.1 That suggestion
was based primarily on two negative
arguments — the introduction of the
barrel vault into Greece and the adop-

tion of the royal diadem by Macedonian
kings — and on positive arguments —
the literary sources, especially Diodo-
rus, commenting on Philip 11 and his
Qpeen.2

The vault. Regarding the vault, 1 had
accepted the conclusions of an earlier
article by Thomas A. Boyd3 that the

technical specialists accompanying Ale-
xander the Great in his invasion of Asia
in 334 B.C., thatis, the engineers and
masons involved in devising schemes for
siege warfare and the architects involved
in the layout of the large number of ci-
ties founded by Alexander must surely
have been observant of and interested in
structural forms. Although new to Gree-
ce, vaulted construction had been used
for millennia in the Near East, not of
cut stone, however, but of brick4. Innu-
merable times, during the long years that
they accompanied Alexander and the
Diadochs in their military expeditions,
such engineers, masons, and architects
had been exposed to the sight of wedge-
shaped voussoirs employed in arcuated
constructions. To copy these forms from
existing models and to translate them
into stone voussoirs would be under-
standable; to invent, independently,
cut-stone voussoirs and employ them in
fully developed arcuated construction
would be difficult to conceive —and
surely the barrel-vaulted Royal Tomb
at Vergina and the Great Tomb at Lef-
kadiab5 exhibit fully developed vaulted
construction — there is nothing tenta-
tive or experimental in their construc-
tion. In my view, therefore, a fully de-
veloped barrel-vaulted tomb could not
have been built in 336 B.C.

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Professor Andronikos rejects this theo-
ry6 citing examples known from lite-
rary sources and actual sites : from Pla-
to, Sophocles, Seneca, and Diodorus,
from Priene and Nemea. He elabora-
tes especially on Plato’s knowledge of
Macedonia and Macedonian tombs. He
states : “ 1 would add the use of the
word ‘vault ’ (QaAic) alone constitutes
proof of his knowledge. . . It is hard to
believe that Greeks [including Sopho-
cles ] would have coined a word to de-
scribe an architectural form unknown to
them. ”

The basic meaning of YaAic is scissors?.
Scissors, both today and in antiquity,
consist of two blades which, when open-
ed, form a straight-sided angular open-
ing with the apex at their crossing point8.
Ultimately, the word YaAic came to be
applied metaphorically to a vault and,
given its pointed shape, to a corbelled
vault. It bears no relationship whatever
to a cylindrical barrel vault. Corbelled
arches and vaults were used from the
Bronze Age through the Hellenistic pe-
riodd They have been found in main-
land Greece, the Greek islands, Etruria,

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South Italy and Sicily, South Russia,
and Syria. Such arches and vaults show
great variety in construction. Sometimes
the overlapping courses are left ex-
posed but, at other times, they are
smoothed off— witness the so-called
Treasury of Atreus at Mycenae. This
form of construction was used for gates
in city walls, bridges, cisterns, aque-
ducts, galleries (as at Tiryns), spring
houses, rarely for houses and windows,
but above all for tombs —tombs both
circular and rectangular in plan.

The second meaning of YoaAi¢ in
Liddell-Scott is “ sewer, drain” and to
illustrate this meaning the very frag-
ment in Sophocles quoted by Androni-
kos is cited10 It comes from a lost play,
Adkawval, cited by Pollux: ateviv
0’ édupev YaAida Kouk afBoppopovll: “ we
entered a narrow vault not without
filth

A still simpler form of construction
consisted of tilting two slabs or tiles over
an opening, so that they leaned against
and supported each other at the top — a
more primitive scissor-shaped construc-
tion1s This simple but effective scheme
was used to roof drains and cover graves.
In the fourth century B.C., the channel
that ran northward from the Klepsydra
spring into the Athenian Agora was
roofed in this fashion1§ and at Olynthos,
graves, dating from the sixth century
B.C. to the Roman period, were covered
with such tilted tiles17.

his last work, Plato refers to : “Bnknv
de uMd yNn¢ auToi¢ €lpyacpuevny €ival Yo-
Aida mpounkn Aibwv motigwv”: “a tomb
shall be constructed undergroung in
the form of an oblong vault of spongy
stone ” — that is, tufa or poros.

The third meaning for YoAig in Liddell-
Scott is “ vault, crypt” and to exemplify
this meaning, precisely this passage in
Plato is quoted1d 1 have previously
mentioned that corbelled vaults were ex-
tensively used for tombs, that they were
both circular and rectangular in plan,
and are known from the Bronze Age to
the Hellenistic period. Among many
tombs illustrated by Orlandos, one is
especially relevent : an underground
tomb, rectangular in shape, having a cor-
belled stone vaultZ) It is located at Kul
Oba, near Kertsch, and dates from the
fourth century B.C. Plato surely had
some such traditional scheme in mind in
describing his priestly tomb2L

Andronikos also cites a passage in Se-
neca’s Epistles 90.32 in which Poseido-
nios states that Demokritos was the first
to invent the true arch. Actually, Seneca
rejects this premise, immediately charac-
terizing it as false2 As Boyd had noted,
it is conceivable that Demokritos of
Abdera, one of the most famous philo-
sophers of the fifth century B.C. learned
the principle of the arch from his so-

Andronikos’ last literary reference is
to Diodorus 18.26 ff., regarding the
golden hearse in which Alexander’s body
was borne from Babylon to Alexandria.
He reports : WeTd 6 TOOTO TOPETTNOOV
v To0T0 KOMIoUaav OpPUAMOEOY NG Ko-
TEOKEDOOTO KATA PEV TNV KOPUYNY KOUGPO
Xpuon. .. : “Then they set up next
to it the covered carriage that was to
carry it [ the coffin ]. At the top of the
carriage was built a vault ofgold ”. Here
the key word is kapdpa, according to
Liddell-Scott “ anything with an arched
cover, covered carriage, covered boat
or barge, vaulted chamber”, etc.24 that
is, like YaAi¢, metaphorically, it came to
be applied to a vault. In any case, this
golden monument has nothing whatever
to do with cut-stone masonry.

Turning now to tangible monuments,
Professor Andronikos refers to two barrel-

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vault city gates at Priene and to the
vaulted entrance to the stadium at Ne-
mead. Boyd had pointed out that the
city walls of Priene have never been
methodically excavated, hence neither
the walls nor the gates have been pre-
cisely dated, although the walls presu-
mably were a project of the mid-fourth
century B.C., when Priene was moved
to its present location26. When the barrel
vaults of the two now collapsed city gates
were completed is unknown. But surely
the presence of masons’ marks in the
form of A on the voussoirs of the west
gate implies a Hellenistic date.
Fortunately, the barrel-vaulted en-
trance to the stadium at Nemea can be
dated — in the last quarter of the fourth
century B.C.Z7. | have previously suggest-
ed that this date may be made even
more precise — to the year 315 B.C.8—
a point to which | shall later return.
Hence no dated monument exists to
refute Boyd’s thesis that the barrel-vault
was introduced into Greece by the ar-
chitects and masons who accompanied
Alexander and the Diadochs in their mi-
litary expeditions as a result of their ex-
perience of brick barrel vaults in the
Near East. If so, a fully developed cut-
stone barrel vault like the Royal Tomb

at Vergina could not have been built
in Greece in 336 B.C.

The diadem. Bronze diadems have been
found in tombs at Vergina and in the
surrounding area, especially those of the
Early Iron AgeX Other metal diadems,
particularly ofgold, have also been found
in tombs in Macedonia, South Russia,
the Greek Mainland and Islands, and
Asia Minor — tombs that date from the
Bronze Age to the Hellenistic period3
Especially opulent examples come from
the Hellenistic period3L Although found
in tombs, many of these diadems were
originally worn by the living2 Clearly,
these were not all royal diadems. And
although the verb dwdéw, to bind or
tie, does not apply to all these metallic
diadems, the form of any of the most
elaborate of these golden diadems indi-
cates that they were bound or tied about
the head33

The technical, archaeological term
for such * crowns ” is diadem — witness
the preciously cited handbook on an-
cient jewelry (supra n. 30). Professor
Andronikos, excavator of many of the
Iron Age tombs at Vergina in which
metal diadems were found34, was entirely

correct in terming the splendid, gold-
plated silver tubular crown found in the
Royal Tomb a diadem (none of the
previously metal diadems is tubular in
form ), and correct, too, in calling it,
as a physical object, “unique”3& Unique
as an actual object, yet as Andronikos
recognized, appearing in identical tu-
bular form as an attribute on a number
of marble portraits : one of Alexander
the Great, himself, in the Museum of
Fine Arts in Boston36 a portrait of
Antiochos 11l in the Louvre ; and a
portrait presumably of Attalos Il in
Copenhagen. To be added to this list
is a portrait proposed as representing
Ptolemy Il Philadelphos37. Most im-
portant of all is the portrait of Alexander
in the hunting scene in the' so-called Ale-
xander Sarcophagus in Istanbul which

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shows on the head a concave cutting
for a now missing narrow metal dia-
dem3 Although the scene on the sar-
cophagus alludes to events that follow
the Battle of Issos in 333 B.C. and thus
preceded Alexander’s adoption of the
diadem, the sarcophagus itself was made
after his death®. He is shown, as it were,
in retrospect, wearing the royal diadem
that he had adopted — here in tubular,
metallic form. These representations are
clearly royal portraits, and it is reasonable
to conclude that the unusual tubular me-
tallic form of diadem shown on these
heads — a form differing entirely from
even the most sumptuous of non-royal
metallic diadems — must constitute one
form of royal diadem.

However, the form of diadem adopted
by Alexander to symbolize that he was
the successor of the Great King was a
fillet like that worn around the tiara
of the Persian King, as Xenophon re-
ports of Cyrusdd Both Diodorus and
Curtius testify to this action on Ale-
xander’s part4l It is implicit in their
testimonies that Alexander was the first
Greek ruler to adopt the diadem as a
symbol of kingship, and this fact is ex-
plicitly stated by Justin42 | fail to under-

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stand how any one can disregard the
testimony of these ancient authors.
Among the Persians, as Xenophon re-
ported, nobles as well wore the cloth
diadem43 But among the Greeks, only a
king wore such a diadem — witness the
many numismatic portraits of Alexander’s
successors, as well as posthumous por-
traits of Alexander himself4d Hence,
among the Greeks, the diadem was a
symbol of kingship&

Two difficult problems emerge here.
What was the relationship between the
victor’s fillet and the royal fillet ? Both
were symbols of triumph. Did the earlier

tradition of the former help prepare the
acceptance and adoption of the latter 47?
It may well be. Second, there were evi-
dently two forms of royal diadem : the
familiar cloth fillet appearing especially,
as previously noted, on numismatic
portraits, and the tubular metal diadem
of the variety found in the Royal Tomb.
Can it be that the simple explanation
of the presence of a tubular gilded-silver
diadem in the Royal Tomb was the very
fact that it was metallic — that what
would become the normal, standard
cloth diadem would not survive in the
tomb?

Thus in no case should a royal diadem
— of whatever material —be found in
the tomb of Alexander’s father, Philip I1.

Professor Andronikos emphasizes the
singular construction of the tomb : the
fact that the main chamber was built
first, the antechamber second, and that
the voussoirs of the vault of the ante-
chamber were not bonded into those
of the main chamber4/. Surely this
must have been a matter of structural
procedure, whatever the motivation. It

is inconceivable that the tomb was left
facade-less until Olympias, after the
assassination of Philip, had later disposed
of Kleopatra and her infant son. | fail
to understand, therefore, the excavator’s
statement that these circumstances “ ex-
clude the possibility of simultaneous bu-
rial in the antechamber”48 He empha-
sizes, as well, that after cremation on
the vault of the tomb, the deceased was
buried in the main chamber and »that
oak leaves and acorns, found among the
charred remains on the vault proved
to be missing from the golden wreath
found in the larnax49 This circumstance
has no bearing on whether the deceased

was Philip Il or Philip Ill. | am aware
of no literary source that says that Phi-
lip Il and his wife were cremated, as

Andronikos statess). Clearly, they were
buried after Olympias caused Philip 111
to be killed and forced Eurydike to
commit suicide5L But there is no indi-
cation that they were cremated. The
precise circumstances of their burial,
later exhumation, cremation, and final
burial by Kassander® will, unfortuna-
tely, never be known.

The literary Sources. The role of Kassan-
der in this period of Macedonian history
was crucial. Three other writers, W.L.
Adams3 Anna Maria Prestianni Gial-

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lombardo and Bruno Tripodi54 historians
all known for their contributions to Ma-
cedonian studies of precisely this period,
have also recently proposed that the
Royal Tomb at Vergina was probably
that of Philip 111 Arrhidaios.

For all four of us, a prime passage is
Diodorus Siculus’ statement that Kassan-
der “ already conducting himself as a
king in administering the affairs of the
realm. .. buried Eurydike and Philip,
the queen and King. .. in Aegae as was
the royal custom”% We note, too, that
Kassander honored “ the dead with fu-
neral games”3® that previously Eury-
dike had been trained by her royal
mother in military affairs5/, and that
when she and Philip 111 returned to
Macedonia, it was the Queen who was
in command of the troops in the cam-
paign that preceded their deaths3

Professor Andronikos has emphasized
the haste with which the Royal Tomb
was completed and the fact that the
walls of the main chamber received only
a preliminary coat of stucco”®. Giallom-
bardo and Tripodi explain that haste@
noting that Diodorus also reports :
“ After honoring the dead with funeral
games, he enrolled those of the Macedo-

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nians who were fit for military service,
for he had decided to make a campaign
into the Peloponnesus”6l. Hence the
speed which the tomb was perforce
completed.

These authors as well as Adams em-
phasize the fact that Kassander, already
regent and soon to marry Thessalonike,
another daughter of Philip 11, by bury-
ing the previous rulers was actually
claiming the throne for himself— claim-
ing to be a successor of Philip 11, Ale-
xander, Philip 111 and his Queen, her-
self a grand-daughter of Philip l1&2—
expressing his intention to be the legi-
timate inheritor of the Temenid Thro-
ne, a royal title he assumed within a
decade®

Two additional points regarding
Kassander’s role in the burial of Philip
Il and his Queen and the barrel-
vaulted construction of the tomb should
be noted. They are in no way conclu-
sive but they accord with his procedure
in erecting the tomb. Professor Andro-
nikos has emphasized the Homeric ri-
tual involved in the funeral pyre for the
deceased placed on top of the vault,
which included horse trappings and bits,
implying the sacrifice of horses to the

dead, as Achilles had driven horses to
be buried on Patroklos’ grave. Homeric
are also the presence of the bones and
the purple cloth in the golden larnax
of the main chamber, which evoke me-
mory of Achilles’ bones washed in wine,
and of Hektor’s bones “ gathered up in
a golden casket and wrapped about
with soft robes of purple ”64 Adams has
drawn attention to the fact that the Ho-
meric precedents for these actions come
from both the Iliad and the Odyssey,
and to Kassander’s legendary knowledge
of Homer@b He cites a passage in Athe-
naeus® that states : “ he ( Kassander)
was so fond of Homer that he had the
greater part of the epics at his tongue’s
end. He had even made copies of the
Iliad and the Odysseywith, his own hand”6/.
In addition, | have previously pointed
out that, according to Diodorus, Kas-

It is clear that the original of the Battle bet-
ween Alexander and Darius is a later work
than the facade painting of the Royal Tomb.
I find it astonishing that Andronikos prefers
to date that painting ca. 317 B. C. (AAA 13
[ 1980 ], p. 172), citing, in particular, the opi-
nion of an eminent contemporary scholar,
Karl Schefold, rather than to accept the testi-
mony of Pliny the Elder, who states that the
painting was made for King Kassander, who
ruled from 306 - 297 B. C.



sander presided over the Nemean Ga-
mes in the summer of 315 B.G., and
drawn attention to the barrel-vaulted
tunnel leading into the stadium, secu-
rely dated in the last quarter of the
fourth century B.C., and suggested that
it may well have been as a result of
Kassander’s presence at the Games that
this form of construction was used for
the tunnel at Nemea a year after its use
for the tomb at Aegae®

Professor Andronikos emphasizes the
huge scale of the Large Tumulus dic-
tated in all likelihood by the scale of
Tomb II, the Royal Tomb&® He que-
ries whether “ for one of the most in-
significant of all the Kings of Mace-
don (i.e., Philip I11'), one of his
successors would make available the la-
bour force required to build the most
impressive monument existing through-
out the length and breadth of the Ma-
cedonian kingdoms 70 In view of Kas-
sander’s ambition, power, and ultimate
success as King of Macedon, | find this
concern unnecessary.

The finds in the antechamber. Professor
Andronikos omits any reference to the
contents of the antechamber in his ar-
ticle. But the presence of armor — the
splendid gorytus, gilded greaves, bronze
arrow heads, and wooden shafts — in
the antechamber where the Queen was
buried provides the key element in the
identification of the king for whom the
Royal Tomb was built. 17, as well as
